#7-WILD LAND PUMPER TRUCK

#8-VOLUNTEER INCENTIVES 
Rick advised that it is becoming more and more difficult to get volunteers.  Rural departments are operated by 
volunteers.  There is a need to make it more worthwhile for people to volunteer.  In some areas, volunteers have 
been given a break on property taxes.  If there was an incentive, it might help with getting more people involved 
in fire/ambulance.  The state is receptive to the idea of counties paying in to the retirement system.  There is 
some discussion about the costs to pay retirement and what type of benefit the retiree would receive; Rick will 
work out figures for this.  Sheriff Kerry Lee suggested that a figure be derived for participation rate (amount of 
calls they respond to).
