Kerry suggested that the ordinance be adjusted and stated he is willing to work with the DA’s office on 
that.  Tommy made a motion to approve the Liquor Licenses as presented; seconded by Bill.  All voted 
in favor. 
 
#4-GAMING LICENSES 
Corral County Coin has undergone a name change and is now Corral County Coin, LLC.  Ronda made a 
motion to approve the gaming licenses as presented, subject to payment; seconded by Tommy.  All 
voted in favor.   
 
#4- PUBLIC COMMENT 
Kerry advised that Alamo Truck Stop has opened a lounge, but there is no fee difference between the packaged 
liquor and a lounge in the ordinance.  Greg commented that the lounge would require a separate license.  Kerry 
couldn’t see anything in the ordinance that addresses these businesses when they’re in the same building.  
Greg will research this issue.  The first week the lounge was open there was a major situation that resulted in an 
arrest.  The person who ended up in the hospital is in a coma and it will cost the County as he is indigent.
